Guidelines for Thesis Quality and Control
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This guideline applies retroactively to all current students.
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Approved at the 3rd program meeting of the 2023 academic year on April 17, 2024.
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Approved at the 2nd college meeting of the 2023 academic year on May 28, 2024.
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Approved at the 4th program meeting of the 2023 academic year on July 17, 2024.
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Article 1: To ensure the quality of graduate theses and conform to academic ethical standards,-the
International Ph.D. Graduate Program for Earth System Science at National Central
University(hereinafter referred to as "the Program") has established the "Guidelines for Thesis
Quality and Control" (hereinafter referred to as "these guidelines") in accordance with the
"Implementation Guidelines for Improving Thesis Quality" and the "Regulations on the Degree

Examinations for Postgraduate Students" of the University.
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Article 2: The qualifications for thesis advisors of graduate students in the Program are handled in
accordance with Article 56-2 of the University's "Study Regulations." Each full-time faculty
member can supervise up to 4 new graduate students per academic year and up to 8 students in

total. For joint supervision by two faculty members, each graduate student is counted as 0.5.

If there are any objections to the previous item, they will be coordinated by the committee of this

program.
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Article 3: The theses of graduate students in the Program must meet the professional domain
requirements of the Program and be confirmed by the Degree Examination Committee. If there are
disputes regarding the professional domain, they will be handled in accordance with Article 7 of

the "Implementation Guidelines for Improving Thesis Quality" of the University.
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Article 4: Before applying for the degree oral examination, conducting the oral examination, and
completing the graduation clearance procedures, graduate students in the Program must submit a
"Thesis Similarity Comparison Report" of the final draft of their thesis, excluding the introduction,
references, table of contents, and appendices, with a similarity percentage below 20% (excluding
papers where the graduate student is the first or corresponding author). If the standard is not met,
specific reasons must be provided and confirmed by the thesis advisor before the clearance

procedures can proceed; however, the similarity percentage must still not exceed 35%.
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Article 5: Degree examination committee members must have specialized research in the
candidate's field of study. The qualifications of oral examination committee members are
recognized in accordance with Article 4 of the "Regulations on the Degree Examinations for
Postgraduate Students" of the University. For the special conditions of appointing oral examination
committee members mentioned in subparagraphs 3 and 4 of item 2 of Article 4, the specialization
relevance between the committee members and the student's thesis content must be explained and

submitted to the Program Affairs Committee for approval.
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Article 6: According to Article 16 of the "Degree Conferral Act," the theses must be made available
for public reading in paper form at the National Library or accessible via independent electronic
devices, unless they involve confidentiality, patent matters, or are legally restricted from disclosure,
and are recognized by the Program. In such cases, a request can be made to withhold or delay public

access to the thesis.
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Article 7: These guidelines shall be implemented upon approval by the Program meeting and the
college meeting, and reported to the Office of Academic Affairs for record. The same procedure

applies to any amendments.
